Application Flow of Electricity Meters for Subdivided Units in Residential Buildings

(Applicable for Basic Housing Units Recognition)
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Pre-requisite:

Applicant should either be the owner or a person authorised by the owner to

manage the principal flat.

Applicant must apply installation of individual electricity meters for ALL

Subdivided Units (SDU) in the principal flat via Single Application.

Required Document and Supporting Information :

1. Application Form - Electricity Supply For Subdivided Units (SDUs)

2. Copy of Identification documents of applicant (Hong Kong Identity Card,
Passport, or Business Registration Certificate)

3. Afloor plan clearly indicating each subdivided unit and the shared parts
of the principal flat

4. Site photo(s) and schematic wiring diagram of the proposed meter
installation location

5. If meters and associated electrical installation are to be installed in the
common parts of the principal building (e.g. meter rooms of building,
communal staircases) or requiring an increase of approved loading of the
principal flat, please provide the following consent documents (I or Il)

I.  The Confirmation of Agreement from Owner(s) of Rising Main

(Applicable for buildings with rising main)

Il.  The Confirmation of Agreement from Owner(s) of common area of
the premises (Applicable for buildings without rising main)

In case the principle flat is locating in a "three-nil building", applicant

please refer to “The Guideline for Electricity Application (Applicable to

three-nil building)” and submit the required supporting document to CLP

for record as well.

6. If meters are to be installed in the shared part of principal flat (e.g.
corridors in shared part of principal flat), please provide a 4G signal
measurement report. (For technical requirement, please refer to Metering
Arrangement for Sub-divided Unit in Residential Buildings)

— — -@ Requirement for meter installation:

The proposed position to host the meter must meet CLP requirement and
comply with relevant legislative requirement.

Applicant must submit site photo(s) and schematic wiring diagram of the
proposed meter installation location.

If meters are to be installed in the shared part of principal flat, the proposed
installation location must have sufficient 4G signal strength to support the
communication function of smart meters.

Applicant may refer to Technical Guideline (Metering Arrangement for Sub-
divided Units in Residential Buildings) for all technical requirements.

Notes

The Owner or Operator of the principal flat should consult relevant
stakeholder (e.g. Owner’s Corporation, property management office) in
advance for the meter and related electricity installations, the time and work
arrangement for the electrical work.

Applicant must submit a Work Completion Certificate (WR1) issued by a
registered electrical contractor during installation inspection.

When all new SDU meters are installed and the new electricity accounts
become effective, the existing electricity meters for the principal flat will be

Remarks: After the SDU meters are installed successfully, individual SDU tenants can apply for name

transfer for his/her own SDU meter through CLP website: Apply for electricity or name transfer
